Fom the RabbiOs D

A colleague of mine (who shall remain nameless!) once suggested to me that it was possible
to guess the biggest challenge facing a community from the words it chose to put over its
ark. Thus, s/he argued, in a place where the inscription reads OServe the Eternal One in
GladnessO one will inevitably find a group of sombre people who are much more concerned
with decorum than with enjoying themselves. The verse OMy House Shall Be a House of
Prayer for All PeopleQ is likely to be found where people struggle with issues of inclusivity,
and so on. Ever since | first heard the idea, | havenOt been able to resist the reflex to
contemplate this whenever | visit a synagogue. Whether by the power of suggestion or not,

I have found evidence for the theory in a surprising number of places.

| was reminded of this recently when we were discussing plans for the new ELS ark. How
many of you have ever reflected on the words that appear on the pelmet under the eternal
light? Itis the verse from Isaiah (55:6) that opens the haftarah reading for Rosh Hashanah:

Dir-shu A-do-nai be-hi-ma-tzo, ke-ra-u-hu binOyo-to ka-rov.
Seek the Eternal One at a favourable time, call out while God is near.

The immediate connection with the High Holy Days makes this verse a rather unusual choice.
Yet it is an interesting one, if we think about it in terms of challenges facing our community.
Following my colleagueOs logic, what might this say about the things with which we struggle?
| suggest that there are two answers to that question.

First of all, there is the very notion of seeking or calling out to God, which is a huge problem
for many of us B and | include myself in that OusO quite deliberately. My views on the subject
were summed up well by the American theologian, Henry Slonimsky, who wrote:

| regard religion as humanityOs supreme and most important concern, but | think the
word OGodO, as currently employed, about the emptiest, hollowest and most repetitious
word in the language. Saying you believe in God is about the most gratuitous
utterance you can make. Belief in God is an inference from oneOs action and life:
if we show love and integrity we are rooted in the Divine, whatever we say. We can
even say we are freethinkers and atheists and still be rooted in God. Or we can
invoke God until we are blue in the face, but if we go off in our actual life on a
totally different basis, what good is the assertion?

The second problem is related to the first, and has to do with when and where we look
beyond our daily lives towards something of greater meaning and purpose. A worrying
number try to do this once a yeatr, at the synagogue during the High Holy Days. For infrequent
service attendees, the sense of belonging grows more tenuous with each passing year. We
can feel less comfortable, less at home in shul, and thus, it becomes harder for us to enter
into the prayers with any hope of sensing a connection with our fellow Jews, with the rituals,

or with the Divine - however one perceives that.

| donOt have any quick and easy solutions to either of these challenges. The one thing | can
tell you, however, is that life can become richer and more fulfilling if we wrestle with them
honestly and courageously. The High Holy Days, if they are approached as a start to a
process and not as an end in themselves, can create exactly the opportunity we need to
reassess how we live, what we value and what is of enduring worth. Come and join with
others who are also struggling with that task: perhaps we can find some ways forward
together.

BOARD OF DEPUTIES REPORT b oina ol

On 1 August | attended a briefing by Shaul Mofaz, Israeli Deputy Prime Minister, on Iran.E
He made it clear that Olran with nuclear weapons is a game changerO. EOver the last two
years, he reported, Israel and the USA have had a united front on the issue of Iran and its
nuclear ambitions.E The main sanctions to date had been financial but Oall options are now
on the tableO.

In the next 18 months, Mofaz predicted, Oneyv negative forces will be a regional realityO. R
Iran is now heading for a major breakthrough Oan unacceptable existential threatO to Israel.E
He said that at the moment the Iranians are buying time by prevaricating and it is a Orace
against time and time is winningO.E He said that the bottom line is Ono enrichment on Iranian
soilO. It is imperative that the international front against Iran should be strengthened with

a new UN resolution for sanctions and the stepping up of IAEA inspections.E

Until 1978 Israel enjoyed an excellent relationship with Iran.E He stressed that the hostility
towards Israel is not from the Iranian people, only from the regime b which is also antagonistic
towards the US, European countries and the entire world.E

Oln the last 60 years, Israel faced a number of challenges and the first obligation of any
leadership in any country in the world is to give security to its peopleO.E Mofaz was adamant
that while he supported all diplomatic efforts, these have their limits.E While Israel wants
peace OWe will not let a second Holocaust happen to the Jewish people once againO.
